The total number of students from Oxford Brookes University who have represented the combined Oxford
Universities (under whatever name) in a first-class match is 80. This figure includes one student from each of
Westminster College and the Oxford Institute of Legal Practice, which were never formal parts of the University
of Oxford and which were incorporated into Brookes in 2000 and 2008 respectively.
