THE WATERED WICKET,

LINCOLN COMMITIEE AND NORFOLK’S
PROTEST.

MR. B. K. WILSON’S STATEMENT.

The following is a copy of a statement in con-
nection with tha alleged over-watering of the
wicket at Lincoln for the match between Nor-
foik and Lincolnshire, which AMr. B. K. Wileon
has forwarded to Mr, F. L, Lacey, the secre-
tary of the Marylebone Crichet Club.

I am caplain of the Norfolk County cricket
el>ven, and was present ut the above match,
but did not play owing to an injury. My place
was taken by the Rev. G. B. Raikes, who acted
throughout after consultation with me, and I
entirely approved of h's action in the matters
following :— .

The match was played on the Lindum Ground
at Lincoln, and we naturally expected to have
a fast acd true wicket provided. The attached
report from the ‘ Lustern Daily Press” is a
correct report as far as it goes, and 1 wish to
supplement it by tho following observations.

Un my arrival on the ground I found the
I2v. C. . Ward (the Lincoln captain) inspect-
ing the wicket. ll¢ at once informed me that
he thought thero was comsathing wrong, as the
wicket appeared to have been very heavily
watored ai the end nearcet the pavilion, while
the other end was fast and hard. I made_in-
quiries at once from eomcone in the pavilion
(apparently a ground man', who informed
e that " no water had been pu on
“oneo Monday night” (the match com-
meneing on Wednesday morning). 1 pointed
out ~ that the heavy dews wera quite
suflicient for the wicket” without any watering,
and 1 even considered with  Mr. Ward the
po--ibility of a new wicket being found. This
was admitted to he'impasible, howaver, as both
sides of the wicket provided were €o worn.
Wo also hoped that thera might have Leen a
good deal Jess water than we eupposed put on on
the end in que-tion, and that the sun would
very econ dry it up. anl it ‘was duo to this sup-
pocrtion that Mre, Raikes, on winning the toss,
clected to bat first. 1t wag soon, however, ecen
that while the bowling from the pavilion end
came true and fast the ball fromn the other end
came very «low (pieces being taken from the
pitch by each ball bowled), and this extra-
ordinary diffeience had a very marked effect on
the batting immediately the sun bagan to get
hold of the wet end. = The Norfolk batemen
entirely failed to time the ball (on acoount of
the difference in pace at the diff-rent ends), and
were all out for 71.  Mr. Raikes, who is an
experienced batsman, had great difficulty in
staving in. aud on the fall of the seventh or
eighth wicket he came acros< to me and he
ctated that he was not dispered to continue the
match.  He aleo informed me that Mr. Ward
had (two or three times in the courss of his—
Mr. Raikes’—innings) apologiced to him for the
grocs carelessness in the prenaration of the
wicket, and that there was this gross
careiescness has never been denied
(and in_ fact frequently _admitted) Dby
Mr. Ward to inveelf and Mr. Raikes. e was
mast anxious that we should anecquit the county
of anv intention in the matter. After consul-
tation. however. with Mr. Raikea, 1 suggcested
that & protest should be gent to the M.C.C. and
the zamo continued for the sake of the gate, &e.
I would point out that the Norfolk batting
failure cannot he attributed to wenkness in
batting. It was the strongest batting side we
have put in the field this year, and what is more
significant is {hat the first five of the Lincoln-
shire bats fell for 44 runs (while the wicket
till troublesome),. and it was only when the
et improved greatly that the Lincelnshire
tail were able to put on more runs. T would
alco point out that on the Thursday morning
(although w- started half-an-hour sooner than
dn the Wednesday) the wicket was hard, fast, and
true at both ends. I can only say that after
many years experience I should have judged
that the wicket had been heavily watered at
ono end on the Tuesday night, since it etruck
all of us that if it had been watered on the
Mondav night only, Tuceday’s hot sun must
have dried it up.

Tho ohiect of our protest was mnot to
endeavour to wrest points from Lincolashire or
ta clnim points for ourselves, but it scomed fair
to other counties in the second class champion-
shin that.a proteet ghonld he made, and that
“1ich a thing «hould in future he prevented.
I should like  to  say that we all
absolutelv  acquitted the county and ite
officials from anv eort of blame in the matter
and in our opinion the entire blame was
attachable to the ataff of the Lincoln Tindum

Ground. In addition to this trouble %he
wickets were pilihed Fast and:- West which
l‘(;l(\)dt‘l‘od play impozsible at the east end after
5.20.

A denial is unfortunately no
anawer, and the very fact that the Lincoln-
shire: captain was the first person to call mny
altention to the watered patch at the west end
of the wicket, and to express regret several
times subiequently, rather knocks the bottom
out of the denial.

MEETING OF LINCOLN COMMITTEE.

A special me<ting ol the executive of the
Lincolnshire Club was held at the conclusion of
the Norfolk v. Lincolnshire mateh on the
Lincoln Lindum Club ground on Thureday to
consider the action of the Norfolk Captain in
E:otcating to the M.C.C. that the ground had

en over-watered. Mr. J. Saint Vigor Fox
presided, and the hon. secretary of the elub, Mr,
8. T. Watkins, was instrutted to forward to the
secretary of the comnpetition an alwolute denial
of the euggestions made, declaring that the
allegations were unfoundoed and uncalled for.
M-enbers of the committee expressed strong in-
dignation that such an allegation should have
Leen made, and asserted that the action of the
Norfolk Captain seriously affected the gate on
the second day.

In h's report to headquarters the eecrotary
of the Lincolnrhire Club points out that sixteen
of the twenty-three wickets that were taken on
\\'odncsda; fell at the opposite end to that com-
plained of. The Lincolnshire Club aleo com-

lain that no intimation whatever of the protest
Hms been laid with them, and the only informa-
tion they have of it is what has nrpeured in the
papers. Had Norfolk come to the committee
and complained another wicket could have been
prepared at once. The Lindum wicket is very
near the rock, and necds more watering than
the average pitch.

The Lincolnehire secretary states that the
pitech was certainly not waftered after Monday
evening, but that there was an exceptionally
heavy dew on Wednesday morning.

Day, the Lincoln professional who prepared
the wicket. has written a letter to the local
Press, in which he denies emphatically that ona
end of the wicket was- watered more than the
other, and adds 1 have seen wickets prepared
for firet class matches for eeven, years, so that
1 ought to know somethine abkant thym. No
player ecems to have seen the ball turn, which
one would naturally expect on an over-watered
wicket.”

PROTEST TO THE M.C.C. |
THE SUN BEHIND THE BOWLER'S ARM.

Rome remarkable things o.ecurrocl in conneoc-
tion with yesterday’s play in this match at

Lincoln Lindum Ground. The wicket, one -end
in particular, obviously held more moisture
than could be accounted for by natural causes,
and a statement that artificial watering had
not been rcsorted to sinee Monday was dis-
credited by both captains. Day, the = chief
groundsman, denied any knowledge of the
wicket having been doctored, but the Norfolk
playors, after batting an hour and a-half and
losing nino wickets for 62, held such pros
nounced views on the subject that play was
suspended. and after a consultation the Norfolk
capntain decided to enter a protest, which waa
telegraphed to Lord’s, and continue the match
only out of consideration for the home county
and the public. {. B. Raikes took an hour
and a-quarter to make 19, and the opinion of

'a player of his ex[;erience is not to be dis-
e

missed hurriedly. He was batting long enouﬁ;
to apnreciate the difficulties which had to
faced by other batsmen, and with the wicket
fast at one end and slow at the other the
success of the bowlers was not eurprising.
Norfolk were all out before lunch for 71, and
after another hour of ecorching sunshine and
the heavv roller had been put on, the pitch was
littlo better when Lincoln batted, and five
wickete were lost in less than three-quarters
of an hour for 44. Subsequently, on an im-
proving wicket, Riley, Pullein, and Crookes
made runs, and Lincoln ultimately secured a
lead of 110. Gibson bowled especial t well, and
he was backed up by eome superb fielding.
Going in again just after five o'clock, Norfo
lost McCormick, Beresford, and Norman
Stevens in a quarter of an hour, and then
play ceased suddenly at thirteen minutes from
the usual time under circumstances which
caused some unpleasantnees. The eun was get-
ting low and shining with a duzlimi brightness
behind tho bowlers’ Wicket, and Raikes and
Geofirov Stevens eaid they could not see the
ball. and they appealed to the umpires, who
walked to the wicket affected, took a lonf look
in the direction of the sun, and then pulled up
the stumps. Norfolk, with three wicketa down
in the sccond innings, are still 69 runse behind.
Altogether a remarkable day. .

Coming fo details of the day's play, it
should be satd that Norfolk actually
won the toss in two succeesive matches. It was
G. B. Raikes who put up this new record for
Norfolk in their last match of the eeason, B.
K. Wilson being a epectator owing to a bruised
hand. The Norfolk players appreciated their
t.’:od fortune, for it was sweltering hot. Un-

saten, Lincolnshire made two changes from
the a:de which won at Norwich, and Cooke was
absent, the team, captained by the Rev. Ward,
including six professionals,

McCormick and Raikes made a promising
start against the howling of Geeson_and Riley,
the firet named hitting two 48 in Riley’s first
over, but exoapt for a pretty square hit by
Raikes, Geeson wae hanl to get away. McCor-
mick made a beautiful off drive from Riley, and
had scored 23 out of 28 when his leg stumnp wae
knocked back by Geeson, who aleo bowled
Geoffrey Stevens in the same over. This was
the beginning of a eeries of disasters. lirookes
going on for Riley at 29, dismissed Norman.
Stevens and Beresford in his fourth over, an
Durrant was caught at the wicket off the first
ball of the next over. The third, fourth, and
jifth wickets thue fell at the same total, 38;
Brookes having taken all three in_six balls.
Allsopp joined his euRtuin and got Brookes to
leg for 8 and drove A. (ieeson etraight for 4.
The left-hander was fast overtaking Raikes,
who had been in seventv minutes for 12, when
the clergyman improved his ecore Dby two
straight drives off Brookes; but Broughton,
going on for Geeson at 56, caught and bowl
Raikes brilliantly with his firet ball, which
Raikes drove back very hard. Reikes
was batting an hour and a quarter
for 19. Page could not time
Brookes, and was = soon leg before, whilst
Stevens went in to ece Allsopp and Gibson
bowied middle stump by Brookes. 'The foot-
buller was in half an hour for his valuable 13,
and made some good drives. Before Smith took
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his placo at the wickets, Kaikes and Wilson
walked out and entered a protcet against the
stato’ of the pitch. The captains and players
joinéd in a discuesion which lasted five minutes,
Soon after resuming Stevens was bowled, and
the innings closed just before lunch for 71, hav.
ing jasted a hundred and six minutcs. Brookes
took seven wickets for 19.

At the close of the Norfolk innings the
following telegram wase sent to Mr. Lacey, the
M.C.C. secretary:—'‘ Lincoln wickets heavily
watered one end, admitted. We protest to
you, but propose resuming play for eake of
gate.—Signed, Raikes, capiain Norfolk.”
Linco!nshire lost their first wicket at 4, Raikes
bowling Hibbert’s leg stump with his fourth
ball.  Ward made some powerful hits, but at
32 Bmuﬁhton was smartly caught at the wicket
off Raikes. A brilliant piece of fielding by
Ruikes at cover nearly ran Ward out.

A Dbrilliant pick up by Norman Stevens at
deep extra cover from a powerful etroke W
Ward saved Norfolk 8 runs, and then a series
of smart catches off Gibson’s bowling brought
Norfolk three valuable wickets. ay was
captured by Page, and Ward, who ecemed likely
to moke a lot of runs quickly, was caught at
deep point, Smith taking the ball above his head.
A right handed catch by Raikea at cover dis-
missed Williams, three wickets falling for one
run, aod half the side beirg out_for 44, Diepite
changes of howling and scme brilliant fielding,
which a good sized erowd generously applauded,
Riley and Pullein added 65 in_forty-six minutes.
the majority of the runs being mado through
the slips and by leg glances. Pullein, who made
somo good late cuts, was smartly caught at
second 6lip by Durrant off Stevens. .

The seventh wicket ndded 47, Riley being
howled leg stump by Gibson at 136, after bat-
ting an hour and twonty-five minutes for an
exonllent 70. Gibson took the last two wickets
with egucocssive balls, the innings clesing at
{welve minutes to five for 181, having lasted
two hours and twenty-five minutesl  Gibson
was Norfolk’s best bowler. He took his first
three wickets for 13 runs, and hise finnl figures
were six for 49. After taking two wickets for

17, Raikes met with no succoss.  All  six
bowlers tricd were aplendidiy supsrortcd by the
field, emart catches Dbeing made, and the

round fielding was consistently good and often

rilliant, an impartial crowd voting it quite,
first class. .

Going in again at thirteon minutes past five,
110 boléind, Geeson bowlel McCormick at 15,
and got - Norman Slevens leg before at 23.
Reresford made some delightful etrokes, but
Riley, going on at 36, bowled the Hunstanton
player with his fourth ball. Geoffrey Stevens
joined Raikes, and shortly afterwards, as de-
seribed above, play came to an unexpected
fin'sh with the total at 41 for three wickets.
